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Legally binding contract
Entered into force: July 2006

Designed as an EU pre-accession instrument for SEE countries
Opened to European Neighborhood Policy area in 2010

Main EnC objectives
• Energy market integration
• Single regulatory space 

(approximation with EU 
legislation related to IEM, RES, 
EnEff, environment, competition)

• Attracting investments
